MINUTES

A. Call meeting to order and attendance

Meeting was called to order at 9:03 AM.

B. Action Item – Approve VB (North) and BB (North) schedules for 2022-23

Mary Sam made a motion to approve the MCAC North Volleyball Schedule for 2022 as presented. Todd Thorstad seconded. Passed unanimously.

Justin Lamppa made a motion to approve the MCAC North Basketball Schedule for 2022-23 as presented. Steve King seconded. Passed unanimously.

C. Discussion/Action Item – Select college for MCAC business - effective FY23 and FY24

The MCAC fiscal responsibilities will transfer with the MCAC Executive Committee President. New president will need to be elected prior to July 1.

D. Discussion Item – Clay Target 

Steve Crittenden gave an update of NJCAA Clay Target.  The NJCAA Clay Target Committee is scheduled to meet today and will discuss more about amateurism and allowing colleges to have club and varsity level teams.

E. Discussion/Action Item – NJCAA bat testing rules for non-working equipment

The NJCAA sent out clarification that if bats are not properly approved because of unusable testing equipment, no competition shall be played.

Justin Lamppa made a motion to amend the MCAC bat testing failed equipment protocols to reflect the NJCAA’s position that a game may not be played without proper bat testing approval prior to competitions. Shannon Nelson seconded. Passed unanimously.

F. Discussion/Action Item – MCAC North BB tie-breaking procedure with 3 teams qualifying

Kurt and Justin reviewed the women’s basketball tie-breaking procedure. Since only three teams will qualify for the post-season from the North, the question was raised concerning which procedure would be used if there is a three-way tie for the final qualifying position.

Rosalie Hayenga made a motion to use the criteria listed in the women’s sport code for the 4th place 3-way tie scenario if the MCAC does end up with a 3-way tie for the third position.  Shannon Nelson seconded.  Passed unanimously.

G. Informational Item – NJCAA Board of Regents update (Steve Crittenden)

Steve Crittenden gave an update on the NJCAA BoR. Appeals/sanctions are being reviewed and possibly moving to a tiered system of sanctions.  More information will be coming.

Region XIII leadership currently is Matt Johnson as the Men’s Director and Rosalie Hayenga as the Women’s Director.  There are currently no assistant directors.  All positions will be up for election in March. Region XIII needs a treasurer as soon as possible.

Football coaches are strongly encouraged to attend their national coaches association meetings. Topics are discussed that could impact MCAC Football and very few MCAC colleges were represented at the last meeting. H. Committee Updates (if necessary)

NJCAA Diversity, Equity, and Inclusion Committee continues discussing training related to inclusiveness and transgender athletes.

MCAC Football Committee is working on a final draft of behavioral/game management expectations to be presented to the general assembly in March.


I. Additional business

Todd Thorstad made a motion to approve the 2022-23 and 2023-24 MCAC Basketball Crossover Tournament schedule as sent out by Justin Lamppa. Rosalie Hayenga seconded. Passed unanimously.

MCAC Spring Meeting will be held on March 28-29 in Blaine, MN.  Mandatory in-person meeting.  If college cannot attend based on COVID restrictions, Zoom contact will be available. However, if technology issues arise at the Blaine site or from the college calling in preventing the connection, those administrators/athletic directors will not be able to vote or participate in discussions.
