MINUTES

A. Call meeting to order and attendance – Meeting was called to order at 9:03 AM

B. Action – Approval of new member

Steve Crittenden made a motion to accept Shannon Nelson as a new committee member to take the place of Leslie Reed’s vacated term. Mary Sam seconded. Passed unanimously. 

C. Discussion/Action Item – 2021 Football Championship

Lengthy discussion occurred regarding the 2021 MCAC Football Championship Playoffs and cancellation of the final game because of COVID. Question was asked about which team(s), if any, should be declared MCAC Champions for 2021. 

Stu Engen made a motion that no champion be declared as the 2021 MCAC Playoff Champion.  Todd Thorstad seconded. Passed 7-0 with Justin Lamppa and Steve King abstaining.

Discussion occurred about having a regular season champion similar to the division champions in past seasons. This topic was tabled for a future E.C. meeting.

D. Discussion/Action Item – Football conduct/sanctions of MCAC teams
Several sportsmanship and conduct issues from the 2021 football season were addressed and discussed. The E.C. knows and understands the importance of getting a handle on these issues as planning occurs for next season.  A small group was put together to address football related conduct issues and asked to come up with a plan of action to present to the E.C.  This group will be Stu Engen, Mary Sam, Mike Lester, Justin Lamppa, and Steve King.

Additional conversation took place regarding which office is handling the post-game incident following the MN West at Rochester game. More clarification is needed to determine sanctions for those involved.


E. Action – Approve Wrestling, Football, and Basketball Coaches Meeting Minutes

Wrestling – Justin Lamppa made a motion to approve the minutes and motions contained in those minutes as written.  Todd Thorstad seconded. Passed unanimously.

Women’s Basketball – Mary Sam made a motion to approve the minutes and motions contained in those minutes as written.  Rosalie Hayenga seconded. Passed unanimously.

Men’s Basketball – Steve King made a motion to approve the minutes and motions contained in those minutes as written.  Mary Sam seconded. Passed unanimously.
