MINUTES

A. Call meeting to order 
Mike Lester called meeting to order at 10:02 AM

B. Attendance and introductions – 
Members introduced themselves to Kurt Kohler, new executive director of the MCAC.

C. Action Item – Request for DIII Men’s Region/MCAC Championship Basketball Game (see attachment)

Kurt Kohler presented a request from Riverland to hold an MCAC Men’s Basketball Championship game following the regular season.  Lengthy discussion took place regarding decisions that were made prior to the start of the season about the post-season, and the EC will follow those prior decisions. Based on a lack of teams to fulfill the post-season tournament protocol, the MCAC season will conclude at the end of the regular season.  No action was taken.  Riverland will be awarded the MCAC Men’s Basketball Southern Division Champions and RCTC will be awarded the MCAC Women’s Basketball Southern Division Champions.

D. Action Item – Date for spring General Assembly meeting

Motion was made by Mary Sam and seconded by Todd Thorstad to hold an MCAC General Assembly meeting on Monday, April 26, 2021 to begin at 10:00 AM via Zoom.
Approved unanimously.

E. Action Item – Approve MCAC South Volleyball and M/W Basketball schedules

F. Informational Item – Clarify which sports are competing in April and May

No fall sports will be participating in the spring 2021 season as decided by the college presidents in the fall of 2020.

G. Additional business – 

Justin Lamppa shared that additional colleges are interested in joining the MCAC for Trap Shooting.  There will possibly be a MCAC college adding baseball for spring 2022, and he will follow up with that college to make sure paperwork is submitted prior to the MCAC General Assembly meeting in April.

Mike Lester shared that some athletic coordinators have asked about the plan for sports in the fall of 2021 (opt-in or opt-out), and he has reached out to his president to get these discussions started.

Waiver for the start date of 2021 football continues to be discussed at the national level and should be decided on April 12.

Mary Sam gave an update of the NJCAA Diversity, Equity, and Inclusion committee. The NJCAA will be hiring a Director of Diversity, Equity, and Inclusion; and will continue to work on diversifying NJCAA staff.
