MINUTES

A. Call meeting to order and attendance

Meeting was called to order at 9:02 AM.

B. Discussion/Action Item – 2021 Regular Season FB Champion (tabled from Nov. meeting)

Discussion occurred about having a regular season champion and a playoff champion. Kurt will take to football coaches group to decide if they want to begin having a regular season champion and a playoff champion for the future, and they can make it retroactive to have a regular season champion for the 2021 season.  If they vote to approve a change, it will be brought back to the Executive Committee before being added to the sport code.  

C. Discussion Item – Letter of Appeal for FB

Executive Committee reviewed the letter of appeals from Itasca CC and M State CTC regarding the non-declaration of football playoff champions for 2021. The appeal will be taken to the General Assembly for review and possible action.  Justin Lamppa made a motion to move the letters of appeal to the MCAC General Assembly for review and action, if necessary, at the regularly scheduled March 2022 meeting.  Mary Sam seconded.  Unanimous approval.

D. Action – Approve Baseball, Softball, and Volleyball Coaches Meeting Minutes

Baseball minutes were discussed, and review of contest limits was pulled from approval. The remainder of the minutes and motions were approved as written. Justin Lamppa moved to approve, Rosalie Hayenga seconded, passed unanimously.

Softball minutes were discussed, and the motion to increase contest limits was pulled from approval.  The remainder of the minutes and motions were approved as written. Steve King moved to approve, Mary Sam seconded, passed unanimously.

Volleyball minutes were discussed. Increase in allowable dates was pulled.  Kurt will go back to the coaches to come up with a conference alignment structure staying with two divisions and deciding which teams are in each division, as well as making any changes to post-season format.  In addition, if coaches want to change tie-breaking procedure listed in current sport code, they will bring that new proposal forward. The remainder of the minutes and motions were approved as written.  Justin Lamppa moved to approve, Steve King seconded, passed unanimously.

E. Discussion/Action Item – Volleyball divisions with addition of Alexandria Tech

F. Discussion/Action Item – Baseball/Softball Bat Testing

Justin Lamppa made a motion to accept the MCAC baseball/softball bat testing unusable testing equipment procedure to be effective until the NJCAA or NCAA sets their own procedures. The NJCAA or NCAA procedure will then be put into place once they approve their procedures. Steve King seconded. Passed unanimously.

G. Informational Item – NJCAA Board of Regents update (Steve Crittenden)

Football polling and seeding procedures will be discussed at the next BoR meeting.
PAC will recommend tabling 3rd year participation option for foreseeable future, as well as tabling structural format changes for national office.

H. Committee Updates (if necessary)

Diversity, Equity, and Inclusion Committee - Mary Sam reported that there may be changes coming for Title IX as it relates to sports. The NJCAA is also putting together an athlete ally mission to end homophobia and transphobia in sport.

Football group – Steve Crittenden and Mike Lester shared topics that were discussed in their football group meeting. Student-athlete code of conduct and game management plans were discussed, as well as the need to include college presidents in discussion.

For January’s meeting, add a discussion about COVID-19 and its possible effect on future post-season tournaments.  What guidelines will be in place to continue the tournament if teams have positive cases?
