MINUTES


A. Call meeting to order – Kurt Kohler called the meeting to order at 1:35 PM.

B. Attendance and introductions (if necessary) – Attendance noted.

C. Action Item – Approve Baseball Coaches’ Meeting Minutes and Northern Division Schedules 

Kurt Kohler reviewed the minutes of the MCAC baseball coaches’ meeting that was held on June 10, 2021 in St. Cloud, MN.  Discussion occurred regarding two of the motions that were made by baseball coaches: divisional alignment for 2022 and increasing allowable contests from 50 to 56 for the year.  

Motion to approve the minutes with all motions accepted except the increase in game allotment (this was tabled for further discussion) was made by Justin Lamppa; 2nd by Todd Thorstad; unanimous approval.  The number of contests for baseball (baseball meeting minutes #5.a – Increase in Competitions) was tabled and will be discussed further at the General Assembly meeting in September through a larger discussion of allowable contests for all sports.

Motion to approve the 2022 and 2023 Northern Division baseball schedules was made by Justin Lamppa; 2nd by Mary Sam; approved 9-0 (Stu Engen abstained)

D. Action Item – Football Officials’ Pay for Fall 2021 (Assigner requesting $205/official/game for 2021)

Motion was made by Steve King to set the football officials’ pay rate at $200 per game per official for no more than 6 officials effective for the 2021 and 2022 seasons; 2nd by Justin Lamppa; unanimous approval.  Review of the pay rate will occur following the 2022 season to determine future rates.

E. Discussion Item – Dates for 2021-22 Executive Committee monthly meetings

F. Discussion Item – nomination for replacement EC member

Kurt Kohler will be contacting MCAC college administrators to solicit nominations for a replacement Executive Committee member.

G. Informational Item – NJCAA Compliance and Eligibility updates

Mike Lester shared some the updates that were sent in an email from the NJCAA on June 30 as well as updates referenced in an email that Kurt Kohler sent out on June 28 to the MCAC contact list.  NJCAA Compliance and Eligibility Training must be completed by all NJCAA colleges prior to August 1 and this online training will come via an email from Instructure CANVAS. 

H. Informational Item – NJCAA Board of Regents Meeting update

Steve Crittenden gave an update regarding the latest NJCAA BoR meeting.  DIII Football will now have their own polls in 2021 separate from the other divisions, and the Red Grange Bowl will be the DIII football championship game.  Wrestling is adding a non-scholarship national championship tournament for the 2021-22 season.
Steve also shared that North Hennepin Community College has inquired about starting men’s and women’s soccer and volleyball in 2022.

I.  Additional business

Several additional items were discussed but no action was taken:

Kurt Kohler discussed costs of facility rental for MCAC Football Championship Game and that negotiations are ongoing.

Kurt Kohler shared that 2021-22 MCAC dues invoices will be sent out in July, and that preseason coaches’ meetings for fall sports will be scheduled for the end of July.

Mary Sam inquired about whether a statement would be sent out from the MCAC regarding COVID for 2021-22.  Several EC members suggested that the college presidents be consulted regarding what kind of statement they want sent.

Buster Gilliss will be resigning this summer as the Region XIII Men’s Director.  Discussion occurred regarding the selection process for his replacement.

Committee discussed Clay Target developments and how the MCAC programs may be impacted as it becomes an NJCAA sport.  Clay Target will be considered a Fall sport rather than a Winter sport as the NJCAA originally stated.
