MINUTES


A. Call meeting to order – Meeting was called to order at 9:05 AM.

B. Attendance and introductions – Kurt Kohler introduced himself and coaches each introduced themselves and shared where they coached.

C. Scheduling – Double round-robin home and away scheduling format is used for MCAC soccer and coaches are responsible for setting their schedules with other conference colleges. Coaches shared how their schedules were coming along.  Other than setting game times, MCAC schedules seem to be set.  Coaches were asked to post their schedules on Presto as soon as possible.  

D. Sport Code Review – Kurt went through the 2019-20 MCAC Soccer Sport Code to make sure all coaches were on the same page and to make changes to the Sport Code to reflect the 2021-22 season.  Points of emphasis:
1. Men’s Region XIII Tournament Dates: Oct. 21 and 24, 2021 at higher seeds
2. Women’s Region XIII Tournament Dates: Oct. 20 and 23, 2021 at higher seeds
3. Home team is responsible for reporting game results on Presto immediately after completion.  Game stats must be entered into Presto no later than 11:00 AM each Monday.
4. Athlete-of-the-Week and Goalkeeper-of-the-Week for men and women will be selected each Monday if players are nominated.  Nominations are due to the MCAC Office no later than Noon on Mondays. Photo must be included.
5. All-Division Team will be discussed at a future meeting.  With the women’s division dropping to 3 teams, some revisions from the current format may need to be made.

E. Sportsmanship – NJCAA is making sportsmanship a point of emphasis this year.  Coaches were asked to have conversations with their teams about the need for positive sportsmanship.  
Ejection reports must be completed immediately after an event and submitted to the opposing college, Region XIII Men’s/Women’s Director, MCAC Office, and NJCAA. If a fight breaks out on the field, coaches should keep their players on the sideline to avoid further suspensions.  
Filming of the game field should continue for at least 10 minutes after the conclusion of the game in case inappropriate conduct occurs between teams or with fans on the field.

F. Additional business – Concern was shared about the direction of soccer in the MCAC.  A couple of Minnesota community colleges have voiced interest in adding soccer, but no college has submitted their request through the MCAC Office yet.  It is important to add a few more programs for the sustainability of soccer as an MCAC sport.
