MINUTES


A. Call meeting to order, attendance, and introductions

Meeting was called to order at 9:32 AM by Kurt Kohler.  Attendance was taken. Introductions were made by those coaches present.

B. Sport Code Review (stats, film exchange, awards, allowable contests, post-season, start times for games, etc.)

Women’s Basketball Sport Code was reviewed for updates and revisions.  Below are key discussion points and accompanying motions:

1. End of season coaches meeting will be held via Zoom at a time and date TBA.

2. Larger discussion of number of allowable contests will occur at the Fall General Assembly meeting on Sept. 27.  Coaches were encouraged to visit with administrators if they want to see changes occur. WBB coaches were in favor of moving to the NJCAA allowable number of contests.

3. Motion was made by Rosalie Hayenga to remove Art. II.B that states “The maximum number of contests allowed on weekdays is 13.” Motion was seconded by Shannon Nelson.  Passed 15-0, FDL did not vote.

4. Region XIII/MCAC Tournament is Feb. 26-27, 2022 at Anoka-Ramsey Community College.

5. Spalding is the official ball and must have the approved NJCAA stamp on the ball to avoid sanctions.  Each school should purchase enough stamped balls for game balls.

6. Discussion occurred regarding start times for weeknight basketball games. The game times will remain at 5:30/7:30 unless changed by mutual consent from both colleges and the MCAC Office.  Contest dates and times, once a master schedule is approved by the Executive Committee or General Assembly, may be altered by mutual consent from both participating college coaches and administrators, approval by the MCAC Office, and reflected on the colleges’ Presto schedule.

7. Game Film – game film must still be exchanged
Motion was made by Jesse Bennett to use HUDL as the exchange vendor; seconded by Mike Flaten; passed 15-0, FDL did not vote.

8. Home team is responsible for reporting scores on Presto on the day of the game.  Must be submitted by 11:59 PM on game day.  Home team is responsible for submitting stats by Monday of each week.

9. Player-of-the-Week nominations must be submitted on the correct nomination form by 11:00 AM each Monday, and a headshot photo needs to be emailed to Kurt Kohler kurt.kohler@rctc.edu by 11:00 AM on Monday as well. One player from each division will be named PotW, and from those two individuals, one will be nominated for NJCAA PotW.

10.  Region 13 awards and the All-American nomination process was discussed but no decisions were made. Working through Danny Mertens, Region 13 women’s director, coaches will meet to develop the best format for naming an All-Region 13 team and submitting names for All-American nominations.


C. Media Timeouts

Media Timeouts – since they are used in post-season competition, using them during the regular season allows for teams to get used to them. 

Motion was made by Jason Bonde to use media timeouts as outlined in NCAA/NJCAA game protocols; Shannon Nelson seconded the motion; passed 14-1, FDL did not vote.


D. COVID Protocol

Proposal was shared by Shannon Nelson regarding roster limitations for making sure games are played as well as how to treat situations in the standings if games are not played.  The topic was tabled so coaches can visit with administrators about the best options for handling cancelled games due to COVID.  This should be a topic addressed at the general assembly meeting on Sept. 27, and coaches can meet again to discuss at a later time.

Standard COVID disinfecting procedures should be followed in all gyms (disinfecting score table and benches after each game, cleaning water coolers between uses, etc.).

E. Sportsmanship

Sportsmanship is a focus from the NJCAA Office as well as the MCAC Office.  Have discussions with players regarding positive sportsmanship.  Ejection forms must be submitted by Noon ET the day following an ejection, and need to be sent to the NJCAA, Region XIII, MCAC Office, and opposing college.
